Photo of Large Throw Before Borders

Read through the entire QM101 Kensington Kaleidosco pe pattern and then follow the instructions below f or throw sizes.
Note: the following instructions detail the small t hrow.  Large throw requirements are shown in parent heses.

Cutting Instructions:
Feature Fabric: If you purchased a kit, the fabric has already been cut in half lengthwise so you have a piece 22" by 3 yards.
     The Quilt Minnesota 2008 motif squares fabric has a repeat of 23" so we will need cut lengths of 23" each rather than 25" for 
     twin size shown on page 2 of the Kensington Kaleidoscope pattern.
     Follow steps 2-4 on page 2 of the pattern to make layered stack of four identical pieces of the fabric
     Follow steps 5-6 in the pattern and cut two (three) 2-1/2" strips and two (three) 3-1/2" strips. Sub-cut the 2-1/2" strips into
         12 (20) 2-1/2" square sets and sub-cut the 3-1/2" strips into 6 (12) 3-1/2" square sets.
Star Points & Block Frames: follow directions on page 2 of the pattern for cutting each fat quarter 
Star Backgrounds:  follow directions on page 2 of the pattern for cutting each fat quarter
Setting Triangles: complete step 1 and 3 for both throw sizes.  For the small throw, also cut 6-3/4" strip for two 6-3/4" squares and do step 4.
     For the large throw, also cut a 2nd 12-3/4" strip, sub-cut into two 12-3/4" squares & two 6-3/4" squares and do steps 3 and 4.
     If you are using the script directional fabric, make sure the diagonal cuts on each of the two 6-3/4" squares are made in different directions. 
Inner Border: cut seven (eight) 1-1/2" strips

Making the Blocks & Throw Assembly
Following page 3 and 4 of the pattern, make 6 (12) Framed Blocks and 12 (20) Star Blocks
Follow page 5 and 6 to lay out quilt and assemble quilt top center in diagonal rows.  Small throw uses 3 block by 4 block layout.
     Large throw uses 4 block by 5 block layout as shown in photo above.
Inner Border:  follow page 6 and cut two 1-1/2" strips the length of the quilt, attach to sides, & cut two more strips for top & bottom.
Outer Border: cut four 5" lengthwise strips from the outer border fabric, measure quilt, cut to fit, and attach borders.

Now the quilt top is finished!  Quilt and bind as desired.  Enjoy all of your Quilt Moments!
